Knowing that 
while being freed up to work on other important aspects of your 
business (such as writing this Success article) you have people 
of the highest integrity passing on your message—it is so re-
warding.  The option to start an after school program seemed, at 
first, overwhelming and bordering on impossible to handle. But 
looking back, it was the best thing that could have happened to 
our school and to the future of high-quality instruction here at 
Cutting Edge.
